1. Background

People in Need (PIN) is an international, non-profit organization established in early 1990s in the
Czech Republic. Throughout the 30 years of its existence, People in Need has become one of the
biggest non-profit organizations in Central Europe. In addition to humanitarian aid and human
rights, education, PIN promotes civil society empowerment and engagement.

The Consortium consisting of People in Need (PIN), AFEW International (AFEW) and Netherlands
Helsinki Committee (NHC), together with cooperation with PIN Human Rights Department
(HRD), are implementing the project Eastern Partnership — COVID-19 Solidarity Programme. The
project has a budget of 4,000,000 EUR and is implemented across the region of Eastern Partnership
with the duration of implementation between 1 July 2020 and 31 December 2022.

The Overall objective is to mitigate the impact of COVID-19 and contribute towards longer term
socio-economic resilience of vulnerable groups in Eastern Partnership countries.

The Specific objective of the project is for CSOs to have the capacity to effectively respond to the
short to medium-term needs and to influence longer-term policy reforms that support vulnerable
groups and those disproportionately affected by the pandemic.

The project is based on a phased approach in order to most effectively respond to the disruptions on
health care, the socio-economic needs, build resilience and support watchdog and media activities
(Phase 1) and address structural barriers that hinder the target populations’ health, socio-economic
recovery and resilience and overall reform in the respective sectors (Phase 2). In parallel, capacity
building of the targeted local CSOs is integrated into the entire programme.

The two phases will have the following outputs:

1. CSOs have the skills and resources to mitigating the effects of the pandemic on the health
and socio-economic wellbeing of vulnerable groups and those disproportionately affected
by the pandemic

2. CSOs and independent media are able to influence longer-term policy developments with a
focus on inclusive recovery, preparedness for pandemics and socio-economic resilience of
vulnerable groups



Current project status

e Phasel
In the first year of implementation, the Consortium, including three organizations, PIN, NHC and
AFEW, awarded 101 grants across the target countries of the project in the total amount of 1.189.182
EUR. Some of the calls focused on direct service provision to vulnerable groups, addressing their
immediate needs, as well as on monitoring of consequences of Covid-19 related restriction on target
groups, others on direct support to CSOs so as they operate and adapt to the changing pandemic
context.

Through these grants, CSOs in the region were able to provide their services to the most vulnerable
and strengthen their resilience. In addition, a specific emphasis was placed on assessing and
responding to the operational needs of CSOs resulting from the pandemic. The consortium provided
a series of trainings as well as FSTP covering core operational costs and providing necessary
protection materials to CSOs in order to better adapt to the newly emerged situation.

With the first year of implementation, the consortium focused mainly on mitigation of short to
medium-term needs of vulnerable populations and the civil society sector resulting from COVID-
19. Through the work of a range of CSOs from different sectors across the region, the Consortium
gained detailed insight into the key problems of project target groups, which served as a key entry
point for the Phase 2 and its related advocacy efforts to address long-term needs. CSOs that
participated in Phase 1 were encouraged to continue cooperation in the Phase 2 in order to build
on ongoing partnerships.

e Phasell
Recognizing that inclusive COVID-19 recovery policies and longer-term policy reform are
necessary to support the action’s target groups, 2"¢ phase was directed to supporting longer-term
policy engagement, advocacy and reform by capacitating CSOs with core skills and knowledge.

The consortium supported a minimum of 61 CSOs and Watchdog Centers to develop the skills and
knowledge necessary to influence longer-term recovery and reform in parallel to supporting them
with concrete engagement in the process. It was envisaged that the capacity development initiatives
(a blend of coaching, on the job training, workshops and concrete initiatives) focused on several key
areas relevant for PIN, NHC and AFEW’s target groups, in particular advocacy, media, policy
development, community mobilisation, communication, monitoring, etc.

The following was provided:

e Individual strategic advocacy support — Partners had a chance to work individually with
experienced coaches on development of their own advocacy strategy and its
implementation. Coaches provided ad hoc support throughout the time period of the
partnership as well;

e Tailor-made advocacy trainings — During the partnership, a series of practical trainings with
experienced trainers were organized for participants from partner organization. The
trainings were organized based on needs identified by partners themselves and covered
different advocacy and communication skills.



As an integral part of the longer-term capacity building process, PIN, NHC and AFEW provided
grants to selected 50 CSOs and media outlets, research and policy CSOs for activities that support
advocacy and policy development in connection to longer-term pandemic resilience of vulnerable
groups. CSOs which had already received grants under the Phase I, were given a priority in order
to build on previous partnerships. In order to be eligible for financial support, the Capacity
Development activities the CSO must have been involved in capacity development activities.

Another component of the project is capacity building activities for journalists to report on COVID-
19 impact and awarding grants to the trained journalists to produce journalistic materials.

In total, a minimum of 20 journalists were trained from all of the target countries. The journalist
trainings built upon the previous experience and trained regional journalists in the topics,
particularly relevant to the transparency and accountability of justice system, law enforcement,
penitentiary and other closed institutions, particularly during COVID response. The Trained
journalists were given an opportunity to receive small grants following the trainings to cover
important topics related to their work particularly related to COVID-19 response.
